11.3 (a} When fewer than five {5} races have been completed, a boat's series score will be the
tatal of her race scores.

When five (5] to seven (7] races have been completed, a boat's series score will be the
total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

fed  When eight races have been completed, a boat's series score will be the total of her race
scores excluding her two worst scores.

Handicap System,
fa} For Classes with 7 or more boats, boats will be scored in their finishing positions.
(B)  For Classes with less than 7 boats, Y\ Yardsticks shall apply.

Prior to finishing, a boat may be given an allocated place score entirely at the discretion of the
race committee, This changes rules Ad and AS.

12. SuppoRT BOATS

12,1 Team leaders, coaches and other support personnel shall stay at least 200 meters outside
areas where boats are racing from the time of the preparatory signal for the first division to
start until all the boats have finished or the race commitbee signals a postponement, general
recall or abandonment. Support boats shall not signal to competitors by any means during the
Fale.
